Eight participants joined the training this time and over half of them were
the beginner on construction of sewerage system. Kohok-san also was one of
the beginner. He is an engineer working in Sewerage Management and

Construction Department, Ministry of Public Works and Transport in

Cambodia.

According to him, sewerage treatment in Cambodia is a lagoon system and
they have only two facilities in the tourist spot, not in the capital city Phnom Penh. For this reason, I
think it was a new discovery for him to visit sewerage plants operating various sewerage treatment
methods during the training.

The theme of his Action Plan formulated during the training was “introduction of characteristics
on various treatment methods for construction of sewerage plant in Cambodia”. I think the
background of this theme selection is that domestic water pollution is severe and the government is
positive to improve sewerage system.

When he presented an Action Plan, he said that he wanted to explain his Action plan contents to
his colleagues and officers in charge of sewerage system in each prefecture. And he sent me an email
that he had implemented a presentation for them. I think he had a hard time to prepare the
presentation, but it also gave him a good chance to reconfirm what he had learned in the training as
well as share the knowledge with other people.

I guess that all his learning from the training was fresh for him, who had just started sewerage
project. He asked a question repeatedly until he could fully understand, and kept this attitude
throughout the training. Sometimes, his question caused a laugh from other participants but his
character shared the laugh with each other and it led to soften the training and make a good teamwork.
I expect he would contribute to promoting sewerage project in Cambodia keeping on with his hard

work and approach to soften a team.
